operators relating to  Dimethyl-2,2-dichlorovinylphosphate (alias DDVP) ,
Chloroform ,Carbon tetrachloride ,1,4-Dioxane , 1,2-dichloroethane (alias ethylene
chloride), Dichloromethane (alias methylene dichloride) ,Styrene ,1,1,2,2-
Tetrachloroethane (alias acethylene tetrachloride) ,Tetrachloroethylene (alias
perchloroethylene) ,Trichloroethylene and Methyl isobutyl ketone.

7. Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where
applicable: In order to prevent health impairment of workers due to harmful chemical
substances.

Amendment to the Enforcement Order of Industrial Safety and Health Law and related
ordinances about Dimethyl-2,2-dichlorovinylphosphate etc.

In order to prevent health impairment of workers, the Government of Japan will amend the
Enforcement Order of Industrial Safety and Health Law and related ordinances and place
following obligations on the business operators.

(1) Employers who  operate the forming or  wrapping  services  using
Dimethyl-2,2-dichlorovinylphosphate or preparations containing it shall take measures such as
installation of local exhausters or push-pull type ventilators, and working environment
measurement, which are mandatory measures when using the substances listed in the item 2 of
the Attached Table 3 of the Enforcement Order of Industrial Safety and Health Law.

(2) Suppliers shall label the information of the substances on the container or the package of
Dimethyl-2,2-dichlorovinylphosphate or preparations containing it, etc, pursuant to the
paragraph 1 of the Article 57 of the Industrial Safety and Health Law.

(3) Chloroform, carbon tetrachloride, 14-dioxane, 1,2-dichloroethane (alias ethylene chloride),
dichloromethane (alias methylene dichloride), styrene, 1,1,2,2-tetrachloro ethane (alias acetylene
tetrachloride), tetrachloroethylene (alias perchloroethylene), trichloroethylene and the methyl
isobutyl ketone listed to the Attached Table 6-2 of the Enforcement Order of Industrial Safety
and Health Act at the present, are required measures to prevent the substance from the worker
in the handling. As a result of the regulation tightened up by noticing the carcinogenicity of
these substance, employers who use these substance or preparations containing these shall take
measures such as posting the names of the substances in the workspace and recording work
content, which are mandatory measures when using the substances listed in the item 2 of the
Attached Table 3 of the Enforcement Order of Industrial Safety and Health Law.
